Another book I found particularly 
interesting was ñThe Ongoing 
Momentò by Geoff Dyer, a 
London ïbased writer who focused 
his book on the styles and works of 
some of the greatest like Stieglitz, 
Strand, Evans, Winogrand and 
more. It is an interesting read.  
Another is a book entitled ñThe 
Photograph as Contemporary 
Artò by Charlotte Cotton. She is 
the Creative Director of the 
National Media Museum in the 
UK. This book considers all the 

ways that todayôs artists engage 
with photography to make art. It 
is a fascinating example of the 
concepts of photography as fine 
art. Another interesting book is 
ñThe Education of a 
Photographerò edited by Charles 
H. Traub, Steven Heller and 
Adam B. Bell. It is a compilation 
of writings from the diverse 
thinking of various 
photographers and artists. 
Finally (so as to not bore you 
completely) ñInside the 
Photographò by Peter C. 
Bunnell, which contains essays 
addressing a century of 
photography and includes works 
by Arbus, Callahan, Caponigro, 
Steiglitz and many other famous 
artists and photographers. 

 Each of these books may 
at times be found at Barnes& 
Noble or at Amazon, and if not 
already in your photographic 
library, they should be. I strongly 
believe, by reading books such as 
I have listed, our understanding 
of the photographic quest for 
success can only be enhanced. 
And this monthôs quote says it 
very simply yet is so true.

Dramatic Coastal Shots       

Having lived on the east coast 
for many years, I developed a 
strong love for the ocean. 
While I was living there, I 
made many photo excursions 
to capture coastal light at both 
sunrise and sunset. Since 
moving to the Denver area, I 
now get my once a year 
ocean fix when I run my photo 
tour to Oregon and northern 
California in late May (one 
opening left - hint). The 
sunrises and sunsets of the 
landscape are gorgeous, but 
coastal photography goes far 
beyond capturing a fantastic 
seascape. The subject matter 
in any coastal area is endless. 
As a nature photographer I try 
to incorporate natural subjects 
into my images, but Iôve also 
shot my fair share of lobster 
traps, fishing villages, old salts 
working their boats, and many 
other subjects found in these 
areas.  

 

As with most subject matter in 
photography, getting out early 
and staying out late to capture 
the sweet light of sunrise and 
sunset is key to getting the 
best images. The colors are 
richer, the tones are warmer, 
and the sidelight emphasizes 
the textures and patterns that 
grace these areas. Donôt 
overlook getting to each 
location at dawn and staying 
till dusk to capture the subtle 
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colors at these times. If Mother 
Nature doesnôt provide you 
with a light show in the sky, try 
using colored filters to add 
some punch. Another filter 
youôll find quite useful is a 
graduated neutral density to 
tame the contrast of the rising 
or setting sun if you include 
darker foreground areas in 
your composition. 

 

Tides are important to coastal 
shots. Low tide means tide 
pools teeming with life and 
provide lots of subject matter. 
Low tide also means having 
rocks revealed that can be 
used as strong foregrounds. 
High tide may bring more 
dramatic wave action crashing 
on rocks or simply make for 
better subjects unto 
themselves. Youôll also want to 
be aware of the tide times for 
the sake of safety as you donôt 
want to get caught in an area 
from where you canôt escape if 
the tide comes in while youôre 
wrapped up in your 
photography.
