From a personal standpoint, I was 
overjoyed by the quality and level of 
the presentations, a trend that has 
become standard over the past few 
years.

The quality of the 
slides and photos exhibited a truer 
understanding of the photographic 
effort and led me to this month’s 
quote. 

Weston, in essence, says to try to be 
different and move in new directions. 
As photographers, we all need to be 
more daring and attempt to move to 
new and more meaningful venues. 

Experiment with color, with style, 
with technique, whatever you feel. Do 
it and keep trying. Even the more 
standard photos and slides, of birds, 
flowers, people can be done in a new 
way to show that what has been 
thought of as normal, may in fact be 
very daring. We grow in our hobby of 
photography by trying new methods 
of shooting, new styles of composition 
and new views of color combinations.  
All can represent that difference be-
tween a snapshot and a photograph 
considered fine art. 

I strongly believe that what we all 
want is to develop our own styles of 
photography and utilize that as our 
legacy to life. Be daring and take 
risk. Or all else is commonplace.

Scores from the PHOTOGRAPHIC FEDERATION OF LONG ISLAND (PFLI) will be reported starting in the 
next Color Wheel issue. 
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      We have some new members 
and some long time members who 
need to know about the Photo-
graphic Federation of Long Island 
(PFLI).  

      It is an umbrella group of 
twenty four clubs in the entire 
Long Island (Nassau and Suffolk 
Counties), Brooklyn, Queens, and 
the Bronx. 

     There are monthly Interclub 
competitions involving work from 
all the Clubs’ monthly competi-
tions and an annual Leonard Vic-
tor competition in June. 

     The Great Neck Camera Club 
prints and slide committees choose 
the photos which are entered in 
the monthly PFLI competitions. It 
is an interclub activity, not an indi-
vidual activity.   

     At the end of the year three (3) 
photos which were entered in the 
PFLI during the Club year and 
which received 23 points or more 
are entitled to be sent by the 
maker to the Leonard Victor June 
Competition. 

     GNCC is allowed to send only 
a certain number of photos accord-
ing to the number of people ac-
tively participating in a category 
such as Color Prints “A” or film 
slides, etc. The work of 9 or fewer 
people allows us to send 5 photo-
graphs to the PFLI each month.  

     Individual photographers may 
not request that their photos be 
sent to the monthly PFLI competi-
tions.  

 About PFLI Membership 

     Each monthly competition 
has three judges. The scores are 
23 to 24 points=HM (red rib-
bon); 25-26=Award (gold rib-
bon); 27 points = Medal and 
purple ribbon.       

     GNCC members are invited 
to view the monthly competi-
tions held at the Plainview-Old 
Bethpage Library at 999 Old 
Country Road in Plainview. 
Look for their schedules at the 
PFLI web page .The PFLI also 
has many educational programs 
throughout the year.  

     The Club’s standings are 
published monthly on the web 
site of the PFLI and the Color 
Wheel has the individual scores 
of members of the GNCC.

Goldstein are the representa-
tives from GNCC to the PFLI 
and also to the Photographic 
Society of America (PSA). .
